School Systems: 
· Baltimore City – MCFL conducted a session for Social Studies chairs on the use of our set of 20 lessons in financial literacy that can be taught after the Government High School Assessment is given in May.
· Baltimore City - MCFL met with the REACH school (near Johns Hopkins Hospital) to integrate financial literacy and the Stock Market Game into their program.
