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October 2008 (Activities since July 2008)

School Systems:

· Cecil county public schools began a 9th grade seminar course in September that includes seven lessons on financial literacy (credit, identity theft, checking, managing money, saving, budgeting, and goals and planning).

· Caroline county’s new curriculum should be finished this fall and ready for the school board to approve in January 2009. If approved, the course would be required prior to graduation for all students starting with the 9th graders of 2009.

· Washington County would like to work with MCFL to develop a full credit course in financial literacy that will satisfy either the 4th credit of math requirement or a business elective credit.
· MCFL helped St Mary’s County re-write two math courses to include more financial literacy material. MCFL and MCEE also recently conducted several teacher workshops.

· MCFL helped Frederick County write more financial literacy content into two new courses in Career and Research Development (CRD).

· MCFL helped Baltimore County write their new CRD course.

· MCFL conducted two workshops for Baltimore county social studies and business teachers.

· MCFL will conduct a workshop for Baltimore City social studies chairs in December.

· MCFL and MCEE have agreed to partner with the ACCE School (The Academy for College and Career Exploration) in Baltimore City to deliver more financial literacy programs for the students in grades 10 and 12.

· MCFL conducted a workshop for Harford county Living in A Contemporary World (LCW) teachers.

· MCFL and MCEE participated in a three-day training for the Family Economics and Financial Education (FEFE) curriculum now available to teachers in Maryland schools.
· MCFL and MCEE are working with Talbot County schools to develop a middle school advisory program to include entrepreneurship and career planning activities.

Colleges and Universities:

· MCFL and MCEE are working with Towson University’s Office of Finance and Division of Economic and Community Outreach (DECO) on a BRAC grant to produce an online financial literacy course for students.

· MCFL made a presentation to the Baltimore County Executive Advisory Council (made up of college and university representatives and businesses) on the need for more financial literacy at the college level.

· MCFL and MCEE have also agreed to work with any Towson University department or office to provide free financial literacy materials for students.

· MCFL will make a presentation in November to college student leaders in the Baltimore Collegetown Network.

· MCFL and MCEE met with a professor at Coppin State University who wants to work with Baltimore City schools and to promote a financial literacy course at Coppin.

Partnerships/other:

· MCFL, MCEE and NFTE (National Foundation for Teaching Entrepreneurship) are planning a joint symposium for teachers on financial literacy and entrepreneurship instruction. The event hopes to attract 100 teachers and is planned for June 25 and 26, 2009.

· MCFL will help judge the College Fed Challenge in November at the Baltimore Branch of the Richmond Fed in Baltimore.

· MCFL will make a presentation on Oct 17 to teachers of Math at Eastern Technical High School. The topic is how to infuse financial literacy in the math curriculum.

· MCFL participated in the President’s Council on Financial Literacy Town Meeting at the National Harbor complex.
